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Last February Poole DAAT, its service providers, service users forum and partner
agencies attended an Alcohol Away Day to discuss the needs of alcohol clients. The
DAAT is close to finalising a treatment pathway for those with alcohol misuse problems
which will ensure service users have a clear treatment pathway from referral to
aftercare. The pathway will be published in the revised Poole Treatment Journey
Booklet which will be available this summer.

The target for needle returns in Poole is
80%, yet we are currently receiving less
than 50% in return for new needles.

Old for new is what you will get at a needle
exchange. Yet currently we are only
receiving less than 50% at pharmacies and
60% at the Harm Minimisation Clinic of used
needles in return for new ones.

From April 2009 to March 2010 there were
24 reports from the public in Poole of
syringes found in the street, public
conveniences, Branksome Recreation
Ground and a first school. In the same
period needles found by Environmental
Services have been removed 80 times.

Needles disposed of incorrectly can cause
not just a puncture or cut but can transfer
viruses, bacteria, prions, and protozoa.

The viruses transferred can be Blood Borne
Viruses (BBVs) such as Hepatitis A, B and C
and HIV, (see the article on the back page).

Prion diseases are a family of progressive
neurodegenerative disorders that affect both
animals and humans. Human prion diseases
include Creutzfeldt-Jakob Disease (CJD).

Protazoa are single cell organisms which
can be found anywhere and most are not
harmful but some can be parasitic and
cause diseases in the respiratory tract,
central nervous system and intestines.

If you feel that it is causing an immediate
danger to you or another member of the
public then, if you feel it is necessary,
ensure you wear protective gloves and place
the syringe, needle first, into a bottle with a
lid on and contact Environmental Services.
